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16.01 INTRODUCTION. (1) AUTHORITY. This chapter is adopted under the
authority granted b$S 61.34 (1), Wis Stats.

(2) FINDINGS AND DECLARATION OF POLICY. The Village finds that
urbanizing land uses have accelerated the process of swetarerunoff, soil erosion and
sediment deposition in the waters of the Villagés,Itherefore declared to be the policy of this
chapter to provide for the control and prevention of fuaind soil erosion and thereby to
preserve the natural resources, control floods and grewpairment of dams and reservoirs,
protect the quality of public waters, preserve wildlife, pobthe tax base and protect and
promote the health, safety and general welfare of tbplp®f the Village.

(3) APPLICABILITY. This chapter applies to the use of lands within the parated
boundaries of the Village.

16.02 DEFINITIONS. The following terms, whenever they occur in this chae
defined as follows:

AGRICULTURAL LAND USES. Alterations or disturbances of land for the productibn o
food and fiber, including, but not limited to, general farmingstock and poultry enterprises,
grazing, nurseries, horticulture, viticulture, truck famgjiforestry, sod production, cranberry
production and wild crop harvesting and includes on-sitetsiee necessary to carry out such
activities.

BOARD OF APPEALS.  The body established und&$ 62.23 (7) (e), Wis Stats.

BUILDING INSPECTOR. (Zoning Administrator) The governmental employee
designated by the Village Board to administer this chapter.

COMMITTEE. The Land Use and Building Design Committeglaining Committee)

CONTROL PLAN. A written description of methods for controlling surfacater runoff and
soil erosion caused by or resulting from land disturbintyisies.

DOOR COUNTY SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT. A unit of
government created by county board resolution under therayttp@anted byCh. 92, Wis.
Stats., to provide for the conservation and protection of the s@ter and related natural
resources.

EROSION OR SOIL EROSION. The detachment and movement of soil or rock fragments
by water, wind, ice or gravity.

EXCAVATION. Any act by which organic matter, earth, sand, gravek oo@ny other
similar material is cut into, dug, quarried, uncovered, redpdisplaced, relocated or
bulldozed and shall include the conditions resulting thenefr

EXISTING GRADE. The vertical location of the existing ground surfacergno
excavation or filling.



FILL. Any act by which earth, sand, gravel, rock or any attegerial is deposited,
placed, replaced, pushed, dumped, pulled, transported or mowveayp a new location and
shall include the conditions resulting therefrom.

GRADING. Altering the elevation of the land surface by strippingawating, filling,
stockpiling of soil, materials or any combination theraad shall include the land from which
the material was taken or upon which it was placed.

LAND DISTURBING ACTIVITIES. Any land changes on public or private lands which
may result in soil erosion, sedimentation or tlere@ase in runoff, including, but not limited to,
tilling, removal of ground cover, grading, excavating adohlof land, except that the term
shall not include such minor land disturbing activitieb@se gardens and repair and
maintenance of private roads. Additionally, this terraginot include agricultural land uses.

LAND TREATMENT MEASURES. Structural or vegetative practices or combinations
of both, used to control runoff, erosion and sedimemtiyction, including areas to be
protected by fencing.

LAND OWNER. Any person, partnership, firm or corporation that hoids o land either
as sole owner, as a tenant in common or joint tehas title as a trustee, assignee, or has a
land contract vendee’s interest.

LAND USE AND BUILDING DESIGN COMMITTEE. (Plan Committee) The
committee of the Village Board designated by this chaptesview and authorize the issuance
of a land disturbance permit and to carry out other redmbinss assigned to it by this chapter.

LAND USERS. People who use land, individually or collectively asers, operators,
lessors, renters, occupiers who are providing a sendtedhuires access or alterations of the
land in order to perform the service, or by other arrangembich gives them the
responsibility of private or public land use.

NIAGARA ESCARPMENT. The Niagara Escarpment, as a feature of geography a long
escarpmenbr cuestaunning from the area of Sault Ste. Man& Wisconsirfollowing the
Door Peninsula and westerly coastline of Lake Michigemaling near Chicago. Most
commonly, an escarpment, also called a scarp, isiaitican from one series of sedimentary
rocksto another series of a different age and compositiosuich cases, the Escarpment
usually represents the line of erosiolusis of the newer roakver the older.

PEAK RUNOFF RATE. The maximum rate of flow of water at a given poinaiochannel,
watercourse or conduit resulting from a predeterminemaisto flood.

PERMIT. A signed, written statement issued under this chapter aitigpthe applicant to
engage in specified land disturbing activities for a specperiod of time.

PERMITTEE. Any person to whom a permit is issued under this chapter.
PUBLIC LANDS. All publicly owned lands within the incorporated boundariethe

Village including, but not limited to, all lands owned by thdage or by another unit of
government.



RUNOFF.  The portion of rainfall, melted snow or irrigation teathat flows across the
ground surface and eventually is returned to lakes, streaeeks, other watercourses or
groundwater.

SAFE CAPACITY. The rate of flow that can be handled by the receimiatgrway without
causing flooding or erosion damage.

SEDIMENT. Solid material, both mineral and organic, that isugpension, is being
transported or has been moved from its site of ohgiair, water, gravity or ice, and has come
to rest on the earth’s surface at a different site.

SEDIMENTATION. The transportation and deposition of sediment tlagt uitimately
degrade water quality by the presence of solid particlesedefrom soils by erosion or
discharged into surface waters from other sourcesgadéposition of water-borne sediments
in stream channels, lakes, reservoirs or on floodplagglly because of a decrease in the
velocity of the water.

STOP-WORK ORDER. A method of giving notice to the permittee that the Villbgéeves
that the permittee has violated one or more provisiotisi®thapter. Notice is given both by
posting upon the lands where the disturbing activity occugsoomore copies of a poster so
stating the violation and by mailing a copy of this postecdayified mail to the permittee at the
address shown on the permit.

STORM FREQUENCY. The average period of time during which a storm of giventaura
and intensity can be expected to be equaled or exceeded.

STORMWATER DRAINAGE SYSTEM. All natural or man-made facilities used for
conducting stormwater to, through or from a drainage artdgetpoint of final outlet, included,
but not limited to, any of the following: conduits and appwatérieatures, canals, channels,
ditches, streams, culverts, streets and pumping stations.

STORMWATER RUNOFF. The waters derived from rains falling within a tributary
drainage basin flowing over the surface of the ground keated in channels, watercourse or
conduits

STRUCTURAL MEASURES. Works of improvement for land stabilization to prevent
erosion, sediment or runoff which includes, but islmoited to, gully control structures, grass
waterways, riprap, detention basins, sediment basug] fetention dams, diversions, lining
channels with rock, concrete or other materials.

VILLAGE. The Village of Ephraim.

VILLAGE BOARD. The governing body of the Village.

16.03 LAND DISTURBING ACTIVITIES SUBJECT TO RUNOFF AND EROSION
CONTROL. (1) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. Any landowner, land occupier or
land user who undertakes, begins, commences or perfanchslisturbing activities or who
permits another person to do the same on land subjtus teection, shall be subject to the
provisions of this chapter. The landowner, land occupidar@ user shall be responsible for
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compliance with this section by following the procedur&®t6.06 and by submitting to the
Building InspectolZoning Administrator) a control plan and receiving a permit before
commencement of any land disturbing activities on landgstto control under this section.

(2) LAND DISTURBING ACTIVITIES SUBJECT TO RUNOFF, EROSION AND
SEDIMENT CONTROL. Land disturbing activities as defined9816.02 are subject to the
runoff and erosion control provisions of this chapteremvh

or vegetation.

(b) Excavation, fill or any combination thereof will exce®sl cubic yards

(c) Any public (federal, State or local) street, road ohhigy is to be constructed, enlarged
relocated or substantially reconstructed.

(d)  Any watercourse is to be changed or enlarged or matarelsemoved from lakebeds.

(e)  Any proposed land use by a unit of government or by public eaterutilities in which
underground conduits, cables, wiring, piping, waterlines, sgrggwers, storm sewers,
etc., will be laid, repaired, replaces or enlarged arghause involves more than 300
linear feet of trenching or earth disturbance.

M Any subdivision of land as defined $518.03 of this Municipal Code which requires
plat approval or any certified survey.

(@)  Any land disturbance activity that may create unwantetl@nas and hazards due to
surface runoff, soil erosion, sedimentation or otké&ted resource problems.

(3) Niagara Escarpment. The intent of these regulations is to promote safe tiondj
prevent erosion and runoff, and preserve escarpmerdaacgsark features that contribute to
the scenic diversity and attractiveness of the Vill&de regulations recognize the geologic
significance of the dolomite bluffs that constitute Miagara Escarpment winding its way
along Ephraim’s shoreline. These bluffs are part of atwrnal heritage, and the intent of the
language set forth below is to permit property ownerstio lon Escarpment land and, at the
same time, preserve the natural features, such as kipep, sugged bluffs, rock outcroppings,
and trees and other vegetation, that grace and stab#iZzescarpment. As a broad definition,
we consider “Escarpment” as lengthy slopes of 20% @tgreéhat are associated with the crest
of the formation, and that can be seen from the &mgesignated on the attached map.

16.04 RUNOFF, EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL REGULATIONS
FOR LANDSNOT OTHERWISE SUBJECT TO THISCHAPTER. Notwithstanding any

other provisions of this chapter, it shall be a violatbthis chapter for any condition to be
established, maintained or allowed to be maintained thaitsess excessive runoff or erosion
to adjacent land, public streets or bodies of water. Resaind/or remedies may be sought for
such activities as provided 8516.09. Runoff or erosion is excessive when, in the opinion of
the Land Use and Building Design Committeeanning Committee), undue sedimentation
occurs in lakes or streams, an unsafe condition eesuthe streets, runoff endangers
downstream property owners or their property or the pingladth, safety or general welfare of
the citizens of the Village.

16.05 STANDARDS AND CRITERIA. (1) EFFECT OF COMPLIANCE.
Compliance with the standards and criteria of thisieeahall not bar a nuisance action or
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other civil action brought by any injured public or private pét damage to property upon
which the erosion directly occurred or to property or otlghts which were damaged by
erosion, sedimentation or runoff.

(2) STANDARDS FOR EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL FOR LAND
DISTURBING ACTIVITIES. (a)_Permit ApplicationsPermit applications for land
disturbing activities shall not be approved unless the fatigwtandards are met:

(3) STANDARDSFOR ON-SITE DETENTION AND RUNOFF CONTROL FOR
LAND DISTURBING ACTIVITIES. (a) Permit ApplicationsPermit applications for land
disturbing activities shall not be approved unless the fatigwtandard is met:

1. It is encouraged that the peak rate of runoff after tbpgmed land disturbing activity is
completed is not greater than the peak rate which wouldreauéted from the site in
its undisturbed state; however,

2. The peak rate of runoff shall in no case exceed thatprarated on the basis of the safe
capacity of the existing or proposed stormwater draisggem.

(b) Requirements. Minimum design criteria will accommodate a peak fl@suiting
from a 10 year frequency, 3.6” 24 hour rain, with greategdesapacity required for facilities
of greater risks of hazard, as per specifications. Thapter may require stormwater drainage
facilities which may include curbs and gutters, diversiortshdaasins and inlets, storm
sewers, road ditches, open channels, roof gutters, sdtdigigs, absorption areas, proper
capping of wells, safe routing of discharge water aritgpted springs and seeps and similar
measures to control runoff.

(4) STANDARD FOR TRACKING. The Village shall not approve any proposed land
disturbing activity unless plans are included to keep any trgc¢kia reasonable limit and is
subsequently cleaned up.

(5) DESIGN CRITERIA, ENGINEERING STANDARDS AND GENERAL
PRINCIPLES. This chapter does not require the use of any particylastgf
structural or nonstructural measures to meet the standgsdss. (2) and (3). The applicant for
a permit may employ any structural or nonstructural measuecessary to achieve all
applicable standards set forth in this chapter. Howekiese measures will be evaluated to
determine whether they follow design criteria and engingestandards which are included in,
but not limited to, the Technical Guide, Minimizing EroslarUrbanizing Areas, Urban
Hydrology for Small Watershedsyr other technical guidelines adopted by the Door County
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Soil and Water Conservation District. The followinghgeal principles shall be used by the
reviewer when evaluating control plans and granting peunier this chapter:

(9) Natural rock openings, or “sink holes”, which serve as ibedlsurface water outlets
shall not be obstructed or altered unless another adequégei® provided.

(h)  Adverse impacts on the natural fauna , flora, watesses, surface and groundwater
quality, hydrologic regimen and topography of the aredbyptoposed project shall be
kept to the practicable minimum.

0] Stormwater management facilities shall be designed sp@esent no hazard to life or
property not to increase runoff to adjacent properties.

16.06 APPLICATION AND ISSUANCE OF PERMITS. D PERMIT

REQUIRED; PROCEDURE AND FEE.

Unless specifically exempted by this chapter, no land occapiand user may undertake a
land disturbing activity subject to this chapter withouergag a permit from the Land Use
and Building Design Committe@lan Committee) prior to commencing the proposed
activity.

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6. Proposed paved and covered areas in square feet or tost¢hé& map.
7. The proposed finished grade, stated in feet horizontaétosétical, of cut and fill slopes.

8. Makeup of proposed surface soil (upper 6”). Use descriptionsasuariginal surface
soil, subsoil sandy, heavy clay, stony, etc.

9. Proposed kind of cover in unbuilt areas. Use descriptaok as: lawn, turf grass,
shrubbery, trees, forest cover, riprap, mulch, etc.

(c) Timing Schedule. A schedule indicating the anticipated starting and camjple
dates of the development sequence. If required, also iadlzatime of exposure of each area
of soil disturbing activity prior to the completion of asaires to control runoff, erosion and
sedimentation.

(d) Other. Such other information as my be designated by theiBgilnspector
(Zoning Administrator), including but not limited to environmental impact studieawits in
accordance with NR 150.22, “Preparation and Content oftk@dhmental Analysis or
Environmental Impact Study”.

(4) APPLICATION REVIEW PROCEDURES. (@) The Building Inspector

(b) Revoke any permit granted under this chapter if it is fouatttte holder of the permit
has misrepresented any material fact in the permitcgtn or plan; or has failed to
comply with the plan as originally approved or as mediin writing subsequently by
the Village; or has violated any of the other conditiohthe permit as issued to the
applicant.
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(4) ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIESOF THE DOOR COUNTY SOIL AND WATER
CONSERVATION DISTRICT.  The Door County Soil and Water Conservation District
will perform the following duties:

(a) Upon written request from the Building Inspectooning Administrator) will provide
technical review of the following land disturbance adeeit

1. Projects which include as area of 7,500 sq. ft. or greatehwhill be disturbed by
excavating, grading, filling or other earth moving activitiesulting in the loss or
removal of protective ground cover, vegetation; or

2. Excavation, fill or any combination thereof will exceHaD cubic yards; or

3. Any public (federal, State or local) street, road ohhigy to be constructed, enlarged,
relocated or substantially reconstructed; or

4, Any watercourse is to be changes, enlarged or matar@lseing removed or deposited
in a stream, lakebed or wetland; or

5. Any proposed land use by a unit of government or by public waterutilities in which
underground conduits, cables, piping, wiring, waterlines, sgrggwers, storm sewers,
etc. will be laid, repaired replaced or enlarged, if suehimglves more than 500 linear
feet of trenching on each disturbance; or

6. Any subdivision of land as defined in Ch. 14 of this Mypat Code which requires
plat approval or any certified survey; or

7. Any land disturbing activity which will cause 50% or mordlo# area to be impervious
surfaces including roads, buildings, parking facilities aimgioimprovements; or

8. Any land disturbance activity that may create unwantedlgnas and hazards due to
surface runoff, soil erosion, sedimentation or otké&ted resource problems.

(b)  Conduct on-site investigations of proposed land dighad activities, assess surface
water management and erosion and sediment contraidsaznd provide a written report of
same, with recommendations, to the Village. Thergtsshall submit a written
recommendation within 20 working days of receiving all request®rmation concerning the
application.

(c) Provide standards and specifications for engineering woeketative measures and other
practices for controlling runoff, erosion and sedimeotat

5) INSPECTION AUTHORITY. The Building InspectoiZoning Administrator),
Land Use and Building Design Committeéé&an Committee) and the Door County Soil and
Water Conservation District staff are authorized tieeapon any public or private lands
affected by this chapter to inspect the land prior to gassuance for the purpose of
determining whether to approve the plan and after pessuance to determine compliance
with this chapter. If permission cannot be received ftioenLand occupier or land user, entry
by the above parties shall be accordin®$66.122 and66.123, Wis. Stats.
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(6) ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY. The Land Use and Building Design Committee
(Plan Committee) or its designated agent is authorized to post a stok-evder upon land
which has had a permit revoked or to post a stop-work oagter land which is currently
undergoing any land disturbing activity in violation of thismties. The Committee shall supply
a copy of each stop-work order to the legal counsel fovilkage. In lieu of the stop-work
order the Committee may issue a written cease anst @eder to nay land occupier or land
user whose activity is in violation of this chapter. hesders shall specify that the activity
muse be ceased or brought into compliance with the eheyithin 7 working days. Any
revocation, stop-work order or cease and desist onddéirremain in effect unless retracted by
the Committee or by a court of general jurisdictiongotil the land disturbing activity is
brought into compliance with the chapter. The Committ@giiborized to refer any violation of
this chapter or of a stop-work or cease and desist oslerdgpursuant to this chapter to the
Village Attorney for the commencement of further legalgaredings.

16.08 VIOLATIONS. (1) PENALTIES. Any person who violates any of the
provisions of this chapter shabby be subject to a forfedfin®t less than $20 nor more than
$400 and costs of prosecution for each violation. Eachtddyatviolation exists or continues
shall constitute a separate offense.

(2) ENFORCEMENT BY INJUNCTION. Compliance with the provisions of this chapter
may also be enforced by injunctional order at theddttte Village. It shall not be necessary to
prosecute for forfeiture before resorting to injunctiwaceedings.

(3) PERFORMANCE OF WORK BY THE VILLAGE. Where the Committee
determines that the holder of a permit issued pursuantstahtbpter has failed to make any
improvements or follow practices as approved in the glahas failed to comply with the time
schedule as included in the plan, the Committee diegsgynated agent may enter upon the land
and perform the work or other operations necessaryirig tire condition of such lands into
conformity with the requirements of the approved plare Tommittee shall keep a detailed
account of the costs and expenses of performing this warkh@se costs and expenses shall
be entered on the tax roll as a special tax againgtradperty and collected with any other taxes
levied thereon for the year in which the work is cortetle

16.09 APPEALS. (1) AUTHORITY. The Board of Appeals shall:

(a) Hear and decide appeals where it is alleged that thereoisin any order, requirement,
decision or determination made by the Committee in aidbering this chapter.

(b) Authorize upon appeal in specific cases such variancestfre terms of this chapter as
will not be contrary to the public interest, where agvia special conditions a literal
enforcement of the provisions of this chapter will resulinnecessary hardship, so that
the spirit of this chapter shall be observed, publictgafied welfare secured and
substantial justice done.

(2) PROCEDURE. The rules, procedures, duties and powers of the Boargméas shall
apply to this chapter.

(3) WHO MAY APPEAL.Appeals may be taken by any person aggrieved or by angmffic
department, board or bureau of the Village affected byptter, requirement, decision or
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determination made by the Committee. For the purposestilapter, aggrieved person
shall include applicant and property owners who own land whishbject to the chapter.
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
